This 1s i1n reference to the proposed RiverPark Place
mixed-use development along the Ohio River in
Louisville, Jefferson County, Kentucky. The permittee
for this project 1is the \Waterfront Development
Corporation (Waterfront).

Several comments were received In response to the
draft Tfinal MOA comment period that concluded on
November 17, 2006. The input from all of the parties was
informative and beneficial in finalizing the MOA. 1 have
carefully considered all of the comments In reaching my
final decisions. | recognize that no one document could
completely satisfy each party, however, the final MOA 1is
a document that satisfies the requirements of Section
106 of the National Historic Preservation Act and its
implementing regulations to resolve the adverse effects
of the project on historic properties.

The draft final MOA was revised as follows (revised
language 1s underlined):

1) Page 15, Appendix B, paragraph 3; The Corps
entered into consultation with the Tfollowing
federally recognized Indian tribes: the Eastern
Band of Cherokee Indians, the United Keetoowah
Band of Cherokee Indians in Oklahoma, the Shawnee
Tribe, and the Absentee-Shawnee Tribe (the
Tribes); and the KY SHPO and the Office of State
Archaeology (OSA) to discuss appropriate treatment
of human remains. The Tribes, SHPO, and OSA were
unanimously 1n support of keeping all human
remains i1n place and not affecting them iIn any
way, under i1deal circumstances.
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2) Page 16, Excavation, 1i1tem 4; All human
remains, burial pits, and associated TfTunerary
items shall be fully documented, including
photography. Photographs shall not be reproduced
in the final Phase 111 report or iIn any other
publication, but sketches shall be permissible in
the report and other documentation.

As a consulting party to the MOA, 1 request your
concurrence and signature to the agreement. If you
choose to sign, you should do so and return the original
signature page to the Corps no later than December 13,
2006. If you do not choose to concur in the MOA, please
